PROPOSITION A AND RECREATIONAL TRAILS PROGRAM,

Resolved, That the Governing Board of the Mountains Recreation and Conservation
Authority hereby:

1. FINDS that a notice of exemption was filed on October 25, 1999 as per the
provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act; and 

2. ADOPTS the staff report and recommendation dated September 8, 2004 for
agenda item VI; and

3. APPROVES the Ballona Creek Trail and Bike Path Improvement Project; and

4. APPROVES any necessary expenditures for this project by force account
and on the open market for expenditures under $25,000; and

5. AUTHORIZES the Chair or his designee to waive the requirement of a three-
bid procedure and advertisement of bids for expenditures in excess of
$25,000 when the bidding procedure is not in the best interest of the MRCA
for the Ballona Creek Trail and Bike Path Improvement Project; and

6. AUTHORIZES the Chair or his designee to do any and all acts necessary to
carry out this resolution and any recommendations made by the Governing
Board.
