3. FINDS that the staff report dated September 2, 2015 further describes the
project; and 

4. FINDS that the subject action is exempt from the provisions of the California
Environmental Quality Act; and

5. ADOPTS the staff report and recommendation dated September 2, 2015;
and

6. AUTHORIZES entering into an Open Space Acquisition and Maintenance
Agreement with Centex Homes for the Sterling West Hills Project; and

7. AUTHORIZES the acceptance of the open space dedications as provided in
the agreement; and

8. AUTHORIZES any budget amendments as necessary; and 

9. AUTHORIZES the Executive Officer or his designee to do any and all acts
necessary to carry out this resolution and any recommendations made by the
