Directions: From the East, take the 10 Freeway west until it becomes Pacific Coast
Highway (PCH). Continue west on PCH to Winding Way. Turn right (north) on Winding Way
and enter the parking lot. From the San Fernando Valley, take the 101 Freeway west, exit
at Las Virgenes/Malibu Canyon Road. Head south on Las Virgenes which turns into Malibu
Canyon Road. Drive until you reach PCH and turn right (west). Continue westbound on
PCH to Winding Way. Turn right (north) on Winding Way and enter the parking lot.
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
